If you don’t celebrate Christmas or can’t find time to make these projects now, this little bonnet and bag are especially
well-suited to make for other times of the year just by changing colors!



**IMPORTANT** There are NO SEAMS allowed on these pieces.

If you’re overcasting by hand, you won’t need them, but if sewing by machine, add your preferred allowance!

Darts are optional but can adjust to fit different doll heads. If you’re in a hurry, just cut off the points instead of sewing
darts.

Finish with a ribbon or strip of fabric on the straight grain or bias about 26” by 1.25”
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
